Summer & Mosquitoes

When mosquitoes bite us it is not only annoying and causes itching and infected sores from scratching, but we may also be infected with a serious and sometimes fatal disease. Encephalitis is one disease that can be transmitted by the mosquito. It is commonly known as Sleeping Sickness and is an inflammation of the brain. The symptoms of encephalitis include headaches, high fever and mental disturbances (confusion, irritability, stupor or even coma).

West Nile Virus is also spread to humans by the bite of an infected mosquito. The mosquito first bites a bird that carries the virus, then bites and infects the human. The risk of getting bit by a mosquito with WNV is highest from July through September. Mild symptoms of WNV include fever, headache, body aches and sometimes a skin rash or swollen lymph glands. Serious symptoms include headache, high fever, stiff neck, disorientation, coma, tremors and paralysis.

There is no specific treatment for WNV but there is a way to protect yourself and your family from the disease:

1) Avoid shaded areas where mosquitoes may be resting.

2) Limit outdoor activity when mosquitoes are most active.
3) Wear protective clothing such as long sleeves and pants.
4) Use insect repellents with DEET but not on children younger than two years old.
5) Maintain window and door screening to keep mosquitoes out of your home.
6) Most Important: Mosquito populations can be reduced on your property by eliminating standing water that collects in birdbaths, boats, buckets, tires, unused pools, roof gutters and other containers.
7) Keep your grass cut short and shrubbery trimmed around your house.

Alchin’s Recycling/Drop-off Center

Alchin’s Disposal is now offering a recycling drop off center located at 9900 W. Grand River; Fowlerville MI. Hours are 11am to 4pm Monday thru Thursday for recycling. The price for recycling is $3.00 per visit. They offer an annual membership of $20.00 per household or a senior (55 or older) annual membership of $15.00 per household. 2009- 2010 TRASH DISPOSAL 

Cohoctah Township contracts with Alchin's Disposal service for trash pickup. If you would like to participate, please read the guidelines and fill out the form below.

Service for July 1, 2009 through June 30, 2010 will still cost $156. There are no refunds!

Senior Discounts (55 or older) are available directly from Alchin’s Disposal call 517-223-7119.

General Guidelines:

A. The amount of trash collected weekly from each house​hold will be limited to the equivalent of 6 (30 gallon) trash bags.

B. Trash must be placed at roadside by 6:00 a.m. pickup day. (Friday is pickup day for most of the township). Pickup will be the next working day after holidays or bad snow storms.

C. Trash must be placed in plastic trash bags or garbage cans. Each trash container shall not weigh more than one person could reasonably be expected to lift.


D. Appliances and large items such as chairs, hot water tanks, etc. will be extra. The charge will be deter​mined by the size and bulk of material. Pickup of these items must be arranged in advance. Call Alchin’s at 517-223-7119.

E. The trash collector will NOT pick up dirt, fire ash, dead animals, animal waste, grass clippings, shrubbery, brush or tree trimmings, flammable materials or any other items prohibited by law to be collected.

F. Residents may rent a curb cart directly from Alchin's Disposal 517-223-7119. Do not send curb cart money to the Township!

To start or renew service, your check for $156 payable to Cohoctah Township must be re​ceived by June 30, 2009.

Livingston County Health Dept.

The Health Department offers childhood immunizations on a walk in basis on Wednesdays from 8:30am to 4:30pm with extended hours until 7pm on the 2nd and 4th Wednesday of every month. They offer all childhood immunizations and many immunizations for adults. There is a charge for immunization.

They also offer, Hearing & Vision Screening, HIV Testing, and information on the WIC program, Influenza, Communicable Disease Control and Children’s Special Health Care Services.

Large Item Trash Day  May 1, 2010!

Note: No trash day scheduled for Fall 2009

The board scheduled a large-item trash day for the spring of 2010. The purpose is to allow only our residents to dispose of old appliances, furniture and other items too large for regular trash service. (NOTE: propane tanks, fuel tanks, broken concrete, rocks, batteries, barrels and cans of paint cannot be taken.) We urge the residents to use these trash days to clean up the roads and ditches in the township. The 2010 trash day will be held on Saturday, May 1, 2010 with hours from 8:00 a.m. to Noon. at the Cohoctah Township Park at Allen and Preston Roads. Enter off of Allen. Appliances with Freon will be accepted but we must charge $15 for each in order to properly dispose of them. There is no charge to residents for other items; we will be recycling tires so keep them separated. In order to make the process go faster, please try to organize your loads so that metal items are separated from the other trash and put on the back of your load so that they can be taken off first. Volunteers are always needed; call Bill Thurner at 517-546-8307 if you would like to help!
