The Spring 2010 trash day will be held on Saturday, May 1, 2010 with hours from 8:00am to NOON at the Cohoctah Township Park at Allen and Preston Roads. Please enter off of Allen Rd. Appliances with Freon will be accepted but we must charge $15 for each in order to properly dispose of them. We will once again be recycling tires so, keep them separated! In order to make the process go faster, please try to organize your loads with the metal items separated from other trash and put on the back of your load so they can be taken off first.
