1934 Cohoctah Road- Clerk researched history and presented the following to the twp brd: 1. Owner #1/1979, granted conditional use permit in 1981, to expire when owner deceased or sold property. 2. Owner #2/1987, no correspondence between twp board and owner. 3. Owner #3/1995, was notified on June 29th, 2001 that it was a legal non-conforming use. 4. Owner #4/2002, no correspondence between twp board and owner. 5. Sherrif’s deed (foreclosure) dated April 16, 2008. 6. October 16th, 2008 New York Bank of Melon took ownership. 7. July 16th, 2009, the listing realty company and bank were notified (proof of notification, certified mail) of non-conforming use. 8. Current ownership deed recorded with Register of Deeds on November 3rd, 2009. 9. Current owner notified June 3, 2010 in writing (no proof of notification) of non-conforming status. Leave on agenda.

Assessor Computer – Purchased, conversion completed, remove from agenda.

Master Plan adoption – Move to January agenda, Co. Planning has not reviewed as of this date. 

Workmans Comp Ins. – Board authorized clerk to review alternate option with MTA and report back to brd with findings.

Metro Act permit extension – Motion by Thurner, support by Bock that the board authorize the clerk to sign the Metro Act extension. Motion carried.

ITC Community Initiative Sponsorship – Motion by Thurner, support by Bock that the board authorize the clerk to sign the agreement for the ITC program. Motion carried.

Fire insurance withholding program – Not adopted.

Zoning Ordinance 13:18, windmills/turbines – Twp brd requesting pc to review and update.

Real Christmas tree with lights for township – Not at this time.

Liquor sales on Sunday – Twp to notify state if it has a resolution or ordinance against such sales. No such thing exists, and the brd feels it is the store owner’s choice if they wished to obtain the license.

BAS county agreement – Motion by Meek, support by Thurner that Cohoctah Township participate in the consolidation agreement with the Livingston County GIS department, to provide the Boundry Annexation Survey information to the Census Bureau. Motion carried.

School elections – Motion by Meek, support by Bock that the board agrees to conduct the school district elections within our jurisdiction for the next 2 year election cycle. Motion carried.

Handy Twp intent to plan – notice received from Handy township of intent to work on their Master Plan.

ZBA – Held meeting on November 30th upon the request of Charles and Patricia Roose. Next meeting scheduled for December 22, 2010.

PC – Master Plan sent to Liv. Co. Planning, telecommunication ordinance being reviewed by attorney. 

Violations/Complaints – 2010-003, ZA to send friendly letter asking for correction of the situation. 

Motion by Thurner, support by Buckner to authorize clerk to write check and register attendee for MTA conference, to ensure discount is received.

Motion carried.

Expenditures - Presented, listed at end of minutes. Motion by Buckner, support by Thurner to approve expenditures with the addition of $185.00 for MTA conference for a total of 23,995.64. Motion carried.
